In 1946, 90% of its port facilities and 27% of its total urban area were re-
quisitioned by the American forces that made entry into this country;
particularly in the case of Naka-ku, the midtown district, the taken-over lands
amounted to more than one-third of the ku. The direct and indirect losses

she suffered from it are immense. With the midtown area requisitioned,

the city reconstruction was much delayed than other cities, and industrial
activities were not realized until after the Korean war. The economical losses
that the city suffered since the termination of the war until now are estimated
at roughly 330 billion yen. Every one of the citizen desired the derequisition
eagerly. The movements to claim derequisition were carried on by the citizen,
prefecture and city as one body. In recent year, the movement is carried on
thus; the city's plans for utilization of derequisitioned lands were published
to the citizen to explain their utility. On the other hand, the reasons were
explained to the American forces. Thus the Negishi race-course was returned.
However, the efforts for the derequisition must be continued since there

still remain in the city 18 bases covering about 640 ha. as at March 1970.
