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Housing Situation
Life Environment Facilities

Houses in the city are increasing in number owing to the rapid increase of the
population. With the subdividing households and the flowing-in younger gene-
ration, the increasing rate of the houses is higher than that of the population

or of the households. As a whole, households suffering from deficient dwelling
space are decreasing in number and dwelling space per capita is increasing; the
residential level of the citizen is being slightly elevated. In reality, however, the
half of the total number of the houses are with three rooms or less and many
people are forced to dwell in narrow houses. Ofsthe increased houses in the 5
years from 1963 to 1968, 41% of them are private houses or apartment houses
for rent (owned houses are 40%), and the increasing rate is 62% by far exceeding
the increasing rate 38% of the owned houses. As a consequence, the percentage
of the owned houses decreased from 51% to 48% and that of the private

rental houses or apartment houses increased from 33% to 36%. In view of the
rooms to let, it is presumed that the number of low-levelled and high-rented —)
fact that nearly half of the moved-in citizens are living in private houses or
private apartment houses will continue to increase under the tendency of
continuing population increase.

On the other hand, the number of the rental houses supplied by the prefecture,
city, housing corporation and the housing supply corporation attained the

high percentage of increase by 70% during the 5 years from 1963 to 1968, but

it still accounts for only 10% of the total increased number.
